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Import of goods

You are free to import into Serbia, without any
payment, articles for your personal use while on a
trip, regardless of whether these items are carried with
you or transported by
clothes, shoes, toiletries, sporting equipment etc., in
quantities needed by you concerned in view of your
occupation, season, purpose of trip, duration and
other circumstances of the trip and stay in Serbia.

In accordance with the international Convention Concerning
Customs Facilities for Touring, items of personal baggage
may include: one bottle of perfume, one bottle of toilet water,
one liter of strong alcoholic drink, 200 cigarettes or 50 cigars
or an appropriate quantity of tobacco products (250 grams), as
well as medicines in those quantities essential for treatment
(doctor's prescription is not required for medicines).

You are obliged to declare these items to the customs
authorities on your entry into Serbia. It is equally your
obligation to take these items out of the country when
leaving the territory of Serbia.

Export of goods

You may export from Serbia items not intended for
trade if the export of these items is in accordance with
the law or if no general export license is required for
that type of goods.

Items of archaeological, historical or ethnographic
value, works of art and other items having scientific or
cultural significance (for example gold coins, paintings,
antiquities, hunting trophies) may only be exported if
an export license has been issued by the competent
authorities.

Taking dinars and foreign currency in
and out

You can bring into Serbia: foreign currency, credit and
debit cards and foreign currency cheques.

Import of foreign currency: You may carry in
unlimited sums of foreign currency. You are obliged
to fill out a form provided and verified by a customs
authority. On the basis of this receipt, you are entitled
to take out of the country the unused amount of the
reported foreign exchange. The receipt is valid until
you leave the country for the first time.
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Export of foreign cutrency: It s free
cards and securities obtained in line with the
regulations in force. You may take out up to €10.000
as well as foreign exchange withdrawn from yours
foreign exchange account, ie. foreign exchange

Exceptionally, larger amounts may be brought in the
country if they are purchased in a foreign bank.

Visa requirements

Countries whose citizens may enter Serbia without a
visa or without a passport (but with an ID card) are
defined by international treaties or by decision of the
Government of the Republic of Serbia.

A foreigner who does not require a visa or travel
document to enter Serbia may stay for a maximum of
90 days over a period of six months from the day of
the first entry.

Citizens of the following countries do not need a visa
to enter Serbia:

1. For all types of passport, up to 90 days: Andorra,
Argentina, Australia, Austria, Belgium, Belarus,
Bolivia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Canada,
Chile, Croatia, Costa Rica, Cuba, Cyprus, Czech
Republic, Denmark, Estonia, Finland, France,
Germany, Great Britain, Greece, Hungary, Iceland,
Ireland, Israel, Italy, Japan, Latvia, Lichtenstein,
Lithuania, Luxembourg, Macedonia, Malta, Monaco,
Netherlands, Norway, New Zealand, Poland, Portugal,
Republic of Korea, Romania, San Marino, the
Seychelles, Singapore, Slovakia, Slovenia, Spain,

2. For diplomatic and official passports, as well as

3. Only with diplomatic or official passports: Ecuador,
Guinea, Pakistan, Peru and Turkey.

4. Only with diplomatic passports: Egypt.

Foreign nationals visiting Serbia who are required to
obtain visas at the diplomatic or consular mission of
the Serbia need:

1) Valid Passport,

2) Letter of invitation (verified by the competent
Serbian authority) or an invitation by a company
for a business visit or a receipt or authorized
tourist company certifying that the travel
arrangement has been paid for (letter of credit or
other payment receipt),

3) Return ticket,
4) Proof of sufficient funds in hard currency and

5) Certificate that a health fund shall cover the
medical costs in Serbia, if any.

On entering Serbia, make sure you get an entry stamp
in your passport from the border police. You should
only enter Serbia through recognized border crossings.

Traffic regulations

In Setbia, the traffic regulations are generally in line
with those of member states of the European Union.

The speed limit in built-up areas is 50 km/h, unless
due to road conditions, traffic signs indicate a speed
limit of up to 80 km /h. Speed limits on roads outside
populated areas are:

* 120 km/h on motorways,
* 100 km/h on major roads,
e 80 km/h on other roads.

A driver may not operate a vehicle while under the
influence of alcohol (a blood alcohol level more than
0.30 mg/ml).

When stopped by the police, the driver and any
passengers are not allowed to exit their vehicle unless
